'l DO CHOOSE. BE MADE CLEAN') VERSE OF THE WEEK
| - MARK1:40-45

You are a hiding place for me;
you preserve me from trouble;
you surround me with glad
cries of deliverance.
- Psalms 32:7

DO WHATEVER HE TELL YOU

Gospel: Mark 1:40-45

In the gospel today, we see Jesus is approached by a Leper. A leper is a man infected with the disease called leprosy. Leprosy is a disease
caused by a bacterium that causes damage to skin and nerves. It eventually results in loss of the body parts. In former times, leprosy was
seen as a punishment for sins committed and the lepers were send out from the city to live away from people declaring themselves
unclean. If they were healed, they had to go to the priest, make offerings and get a proof from him stating officially that they were now
clean.

The Leper who came to Jesus kneeled before him and pleaded ‘if you want to, you can cure me.’ Feeling sorry for him, Jesus replied ‘| do
choose. Be cured!'. The leprosy left him immediately and he was cured at once. Jesus ordered him not to say about it to anyone but to go
the priest straight away and make the offering for his healing as prescribed in law given by lord through Moses as proof of his recovery.
But the man went away and started to tell everyone about his healing. Because of thus Jesus was no longer able to go openly to any town,
but he had to stay outside places where nobody lived. Even then, people from all around came to him.

1.The man approached with faith and humility: Even though the leper knew he was not allowed to approach anyone, he went to Jesus with
great faith. He had faith that if Jesus have mind, He can heal him. His faith in Jesus cured him. He offered himself to the will of Jesus to cure
him ‘if he choose to...". Let our prayers also be in faith and humility.

2. Jesus touches the leper with his hand, and he touched him with his love and compassion - Jesus do choose to heal everyone who
approaches him in faith, no matter how unworthy we feel ourselves, he does choose to heal and deliver us to set us free in his love. Jesus
never put off anyone who come to him but always chooses to make each of us closer to him in love of God.

3. Jesus heals the leper by His word. What is said in His word was fulfilled in the action. The action is in the command of Jesus ‘Be cured!’.
The word of Jesus is powerful. Let us put trust in the word of God and live in his word every day of our life.

4. Do as he tells you: Jesus expects obedience from the man, to recognize and follow Him. After healing him and setting him free, Jesus
asks him to follow his orders or directions. Jesus expects him to obey what He said to him. He expects that he puts faith in him and asks
him not to tell anyone about the healing but instead to show himself to the Priest. But in excitement of the blessings he received, the man
forgets what Jesus’ wish and directions were. The man did what his mind desired and this blocked Jesus from accomplishing his mission.
But because of the leper's publicity about Him, Jesus was not able to preach- the real purpose for which He came.

Are we also sometimes too excited on our blessings that we forget Jesus wish and directions? If so let us realize that our actions block the
mission of Jesus through us. Let us always do as Jesus says and realize our blesser through the blessings. Jesus expects us too be obedient
and follow him recognizing the blesser and not get carried away by the blessings.

So, let us have faith and humility when we approach Jesus. Let us realize, no matter how unworthy or rejected or weak we feel, Jesus
chooses to heal and deliver, because he loves each of us. Let us always be thankful to Jesus who is the only source of blessings, our
saviour. Let not the blessings make us blindfolded from Jesus and thus block his plans but let us always be vigilant to follow his directions.
‘Do only whatever he tells you, to deposit for the eternal.
