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Gospel: Matthew 5:38-48 

In today’s Gospel, Jesus is asking us to be like our heavenly 

father. Jesus himself has shown us this by his life. HE is our role 

model. Jesus prompts us by pointing out few ways ‘how to walk 

in this eternal way and how to be the children of our heavenly 

Father?’ :- 

1. don’t fight back against someone who wants to do harm 

to you. Be patient and calm. 

2. if anyone wants to sue you and take your coat, give your 

cloak as well 
3. if anyone forces you to go one mile, go two miles. 
4. Give to anyone who asks you for something. Don’t 

refuse to give to anyone who wants to borrow from you. 

5. Love your enemies. Pray for those who treat you badly. 

6. Show no discrimination, accept and help each other 

Lord provides and show mercy equally to all. Jesus challenges 

our attitude towards our fellow beings by asking.*If you love 

only those who love you, why should you get a reward for 

that?*if you are nice only to your friends, you are no better than 

anyone else... even people who don't know God do that. So, as 

children of a loving heavenly Father, what is difference that each 

of must reflect in our actions? what should be our attitude? 

Let us think of it and seek help from the Lord to fill us in love and 

to give us strength and grace to live as Jesus tells us, by the 

power of Holy Spirit.
