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Gospel: Matthew 24:37-42 

In today’s gospel Jesus, Jesus is asking us to stay 
awake and be prepared for His second coming. He 
is giving us a sure HOPE that is coming soon. Since 
we do not know the exact time or hour in which the 
son of man will be coming, we must be prepared 
always. 

Jesus compares this time to the times of Noah. Up 
to the day that Noah entered the ark, all people were 
busy in their own enjoyments of the world. They did 
not know until the flood came and carried them all 
away. So, will it be also at the coming of the Son of 
Man. Only Noah who trusted and obeyed was 
saved.  

 If the master of the house had known the hour of 
night when the thief was coming, he would have 
stayed awake and will not let his house be broken 
into. In the same way we also must be prepared, for 
at an hour you do not expect, the Son of Man will 
come."
